This chart applies to greenhouses that run winter night temperatures above 45 degrees F. (8 degrees C.) and/or to solar greenhouses that are in a climate that receives a winter monthly average of 45 percent or more of possible sunshine as listed by your closest National Weather Service office. 

The letter P designates a possible month to plant the crop. The letter G indicates these are good months to be growing the crop towards maturity. The letter H indicates the crop, if grown to maturity, could be harvested during these months. There are many variables involved in growing vegetables in a greenhouse that makes it difficult to be totally accurate. But this general should help you in much of your planning.
